The Prophet (&)
offered as sacrifices, two horned rams black
and white in colour. He slaughtered them with
his own hands and pronounced Allah's Name
over them and said Takbir and put his foot on

their sides.
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Narrated Abu Hurairah («&¢): | heard
Allah's Messenger (%) saying, "The rights of a
Muslim on a Muslim are five:
to return the greetings.
to visit the sick.
to follow the funeral processions,
to accept invitation and
to reply the snheezer.
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Narrated Abu Said Al-Khudri and Abu
Hurairah: The Prophet (%) said,"No fatigue,
nor disease, nor sorrow, nor sadness. nor
hurt, nor distress befalls a Muslim, even if it
were the prick he receives from a thorn, but
that Allah expiates some of his sins for that".

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Narrated Abdullah bin Umar (=22): Allah's
Messenger (%) said, "The prayer in
congregation is twenty-seven times superior In
degrees to the Salat offered by a person

alone.
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Narrated Nafi: Once in a cold night Ibn
Umar (<) pronounced the Adhan for the Salat
(prayer) at Dajnan (the name of mountain) and
then said, "Offer Salat (prayer) at your
homes" and informed us that Allah's
Messenger (#&) used to tell the Muadh-dhin to

pronouce Adhan and say, offer prayer at your
homes or camps at the end of the Adhan on a

rainy or a very cold night during the journey.
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Narrated Al-Mughira: The Prophet (%)
used to offer night Salat (prayers) till his feet
became swollen. Somebody said, to him,
"Allah has forgiven you your sins of the past
and the future. "On that, he said, "Shouldn't |

be a thankful slave (of Allah)?".
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Narrated Aishah (Lg= 41t —2,): Allah's
Messenger (%) said that the most beloved

deeds to Allah are the most regular and
constant even though it were a few."
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Narrated Abu Hurairah («): My friend
(the Prophet. (##) advised me to observe three
things:
1.  to observe Saum (fast) three days every

(Lunar) month;
2. to perform a two Rak'a Duha prayer and

3. to perform the Witr prayer before
sleeping.
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Narrated Ibn Abi Laila;: Only Umm Hani
told us that she had seen the Prophet (%)
offering the Duha (forenoon Prayers). She
said, "On the day of the conquest of Makkah,
the Prophet (i) took a bath in my house and
offered eight Rak'a. | never saw him offering
such a light Salat (prayer), but he performed
perfect prostration and bowing."
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Narrated Anas bin Malik (=): The
Prophet (#£) offered four Rak'a in Al-Madina
and then two Rak'a at Dhul-Hulaifa.
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Narrated Ibn Abbas («) The Prophet
(3%) came to Al-Madina and saw the Jews
observing fast on the day of Ashura. He asked
them about that. They replied, "This is a good
day, the day on which Allah rescued Bani
Israel from their enemy. so Musa (Moses)(¥<E!)
on this day." The Prophet (i) said, "We have
more claim over Musa than you." So, the
Prophet (3&) observe Saum (fast) on that day
and ordered (the Muslims) to observe (fast)

(on that day).
